Richard Huish College is a sixth form college based in Taunton. Being a sixth form means we generally only have students in year 12 and 13 with us. We currently have over 2000 students enrolled. Although we are based in Taunton many of our students travel by train or bus to get to us. We also have a number of overseas students who study here too. 
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STUDY PROGRAMMES
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What to study? We have a variety of full-time study programmes on offer … here is some information about each option. More information and detail about courses is in our prospectus (coming to you in October) and will be available at our Open Events next month and on our website. Also feel free to ask me any questions at the end.
1. A levels are more exam based and can be done in traditional subjects like History, Spanish, Biology, Photography, Art and Maths as well as in subjects that might be new to you like Psychology, Law, Geology and Graphic Design. We have more than 30 A Levels to choose from. If you choose this as your pathway you would choose 3 to make up your full-time study programme.
2. Vocational courses are full time 2-year courses but in one subject and are called Triple Vocational courses. They are much more practical and directly apply to jobs that you might do in the future. There is a wide range of these courses from Sport, Health and Social Care, Music, Uniformed Protective Services, Media or Applied Science. The course uses a combination of coursework and exams to assess your work and your grade builds up over the 2 years. Grades on a vocational course equate to A Levels and UCAS points.
3. The mixed programme: Single vocational subjects can be studied alongside one other vocational subject or alongside 2 A levels. E.g. Criminology, Art and Psychology ,Music production with History and English Literature. This gives you a broader study programme in terms of studying and assessment. 
4. We offer 1 T-Level in Education and Early Years. This is a rigorous academic programme where your week is split between college and regular work placements.
5. An apprenticeship is a good choice if you feel you’ve be better with a more practical work-based qualification. We offer 3: accountancy, teaching assistant and early years. The application process for this is slightly different so please contact us to discuss. 
6. The Level 2 pathway is a 1-year option for those students who may not yet have the qualifications needed for entry to Level 3. This could be for a variety of reasons including ill health. 
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A Levels are subjects where you are assessed usually by exams at the end of your course. You can take A Levels in subjects you have already done like English, Biology and Maths as well as lots of subjects that might be new to you like Law, Sociology or Geology. We have more than 30 A Levels to choose from. If you choose this as your pathway you would choose 3 to make up your full-time study programme
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Vocational are full time 2-year courses but in one subject and are called Extended Diplomas. They are much more practical and directly apply to jobs that you might do in the future. There is a wide range of these courses from Sport to Media to Digital IT and Computing. The course uses a combination of coursework and exams to assess you and your grade builds up over the 2 years. 
We offer 1 T-Level in Education and Early Years. This is a rigorous academic programme where your week is split between college and regular work placements.
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The mixed programme is a combination of A Levels and Vocational subjects. You could do 2 vocational courses often called Extended Certificates with an A level subject or the other way around. HSC and Criminology and Psychology , Pop Music with History and English Literature. This gives you a broader study programme in terms of studying and assessment. 
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Apprenticeships are a good choice if you feel like you would be better with a more practical qualification. With an apprenticeship you work almost full time in the job role and then perhaps one day a week or a couple of hours a week you will be in college to complete classes and coursework. We offer accountancy, teaching assistant and Early years apprenticeships. If you are interested in this please let me know!
